Cruise itinerary

Day 1 Koblenz Your flight departs from Newquay at 11.05am, we suggest
that you check in at least two hours prior. Arrival in Dusseldorf is scheduled for
1.45pm, where you will be met by our representative and transferred to the
MS Arlene berthed in Koblenz. Enjoy the afternoon at leisure before dinner is
served this evening in the welcoming restaurant.

Day 2 Koblenz Today we spend the day berthed in Koblenz. Historic Koblenz
has many shops, restaurants and cosy wine taverns, as well as an abundance of
age-old monuments such as the 9th century Romanesque Basilica of St Kastor
and the medieval churches of Our Lady and St Florin. The town’s most famous
landmark is the Ehrenbreitstein Fortress, one of the largest castles in Europe.

Day 3 Koblenz - Cochem Today we cruise to the most romantic part of the
Moselle Valley, where the river curves between the two escarpments of the
Eiffel & Hunsruck. Overlooking Cochem is the Reichsburg Castle. Today we
have included an orientation tour of Cochem followed by free time to explore.

Day 4 Cochem - Bernkastel Kues After breakfast we continue to leisurely
cruise upstream. Included tea & coffee will be served in the lounge mid
morning, after which you are free to enjoy the scenery from your floating
viewing platform allowed you 360 degrees views of the Moselle.

After lunch we will arrive at the town of Bernkastel Kues, where after your
included orientation tour you will have free time to explore the Medieval
Market Square surrounded by well-preserved half-timbered houses.

Day 5 Bernkastel Kues - Zell This morning we leave Bernkastel Kues and
continue to head upstream. Relax and enjoy magical Moselle moments as
the MS Arlene slices through the water. Arrival in Zell will be in good time

after lunch allowing you to take part in our optional Castles of the Moselle
and wine tasting tour.

Day 6 Zell - Andernach This morning as you enjoy breakfast we are making
our way to the Rhineland town of Andernach. Enjoy free time strolling through
the delightful streets and along the riverside promenades of this delightful
walled town. In the afternoon, join us as we visit Maria Laach Abbey and Eiffel
Volcanic trail.

Day 7 Andernach - Cologne We will cruise this morning from Andernach to
Cologne, the Rhineland’s largest city is famous for its carnival, traditional pubs,
bustling shopping centres and Eau de Cologne. Join our optional Cologne
sightseeing tour, to get a real feel for this city.

Day 8 This morning after breakfast, we must bid farewell to the MS Arlene
and head to Diisseldorf for our return flight. Arrival back in Newquay is
scheduled for 9.55am (local time) this morning.

Day 4 Bernkastel Orientation (included)

Situated in the heart of the Moselle, Bernkastel is a pretty town considered
to be the wine capital of the river. rising above the town’s market square

is the ruined castle of Landshut. Bernkastel is famous for its half-timbered
houses and perfectly preserved market square.

Day 5 Castles of the Moselle and Wine Tasting (£20pp)

Tthis tour will take you into the hart of the Moselle to visit Eltz Castle, one
of the most beautiful and best preserved castles in Germany. From here it's
into Anton Hammes wine cellar, perfectly located in the vineyards of the
lower Moselle, for a delicious tasting.

Day 6 Maria Laach Abbey and Eiffel Volcanic Trail (£18pp)

This excursion begins with a visit to Maria Laach Abbey, a Benedictine
Abbey picturesquely located on the wooded shores of a crater lake. From
here we make our way through the Eiffel and the famous Volcanic Trail.

Day 7 Cologne Sightseeing Tour (£18pp)

Cologne is famous its mighty Gothic cathedral and for 4711: The original
Eau de Cologne. Discover the medieval Old City, town hall and St Martins.
After the tour you'll be free to explore, before we return to our vessel.

Cabin Grade descriptions

All cabins have two lower beds (not bunk beds), air conditioning,
en suite facilities with shower, washbasin and toilet, and a window.

All cabins are equipped with a flat screen colour television with a
minimum of three English speaking channels, a hair dryer, vanity
desk/table mirror and chair. Grade 3 and Grade 4 cabins benefit from
complimentary wine, water and chocolates on arrival.

GRADE 1 ECONOMY (2 BED OUTSIDE)

(CABIN SIZE 12.50 SQUARE METERS)

These cabins are located at the rear of the main deck furthest away from the stairs
and are on the same level as the restaurant, reached via reception. These cabins have
two lower beds.

[ERABEE sTANDARD MAIN DECK (2 BED OUTSIDE)

(CABIN SIZE 13.00 SQUARE METERS)

These cabins are located on the main deck, on the same level as the restaurant
and one deck below the reception, bar and lounge, which are accessible by stairs.
Standard Main Deck cabins have smaller square porthole windows.

[GRABEE STANDARD PROMENADE (2 BED OUTSIDE)

(CABIN SIZE 14.00 SQUARE METERS)

Located to the rear of the ship and on the same level as the main facilities including
the bar and lounge. They are just one deck below the sun deck. These cabins being
higher up have much larger picture windows and are located on the same level as
reception and the main entrance. All promenade deck cabins will have on arrival

a bottle of wine, bottle of water and box of chocolates compliments of Phoenix
Holidays.

[GRABEE cLASSIC PROMENADE (2 BED OUTSIDE)

(CABIN SIZE 13.50 SQUARE METERS)

These cabins being higher up with much larger picture windows and therefore
have improved views and are located on the same level as the reception and main
entrance. These cabins would suit someone with walking difficulties. All promenade
deck cabins will have on arrival a bottle of wine, bottle of water and box of
chocolates compliments of Phoenix Holidays.
